- Speaking of the new building, we have decided to
put more emphasis on increasing funds for our pro-
ject. So we will call the different groups to organize
sales each weekend for this purpose and we will also
create a committee to plan larger activities such as
festivals, raffles, rodeos, etc., as much as possible.
Also, if someone, independently, comes up with an
idea and/or wants to organize something for this
purpose, they can let us know. Ideas are also wel-
come even if you don't want to participate or aren't
part of any group.

The truth is that we need to pay more attention to
this project because we do not have enough space
for the catechism; a hall is needed, and the Old
Church, where we occasionally meet, is in very poor
condition and it is not worth spending money on
making repairs. Moreover, once a piece of wood is
removed to replace it, we know the cost will be much
higher because everything is rotten.

We need to focus first on increasing the funds be-
cause the $462,947.42 we have at this moment is not
enough to cover the estimated cost of the new build-
ing, as we know that at least one million will be
needed to start getting an estimate, since the diocese
does not approve the project unless we first have
half of the total cost.

In April we will publish the next general report BUT
we already know that each week we must collect at
least $4,700.00. It’s true that we usually exceed this
amount BUT sometimes we don’t, like last week
when the collection was $4,087.03, and when this
happens it’s true that it balances out when we ex-
ceed that number BUT for that same reason we
can’t be complacent.

The same thing happens with Gods” things, since it
is very difficult to obey Gods’ will when our thoughts and
our desires are, willing or unwilling, in other things that are
not of God.

Even we have other worries, to obey Gods’ will it is neces-
sary for us to render our human nature to God, and not to our
desires that want to make us believe that we don’t need God

In order to submit to God first thing is to want to, and when
we want, then we find the strength in Jesus who shows us in
today's Gospel that it is possible to be of God when we live

To surrender to God is to allow fame, richness, power and
honor be to God and not ours, and in this sense we have to
say that these apparently small temptations are the door to
the big problems of the world, of the people. of the families,
and of the Christian communities.

In today’s Gospel, we can see that Jesus was strong, but
let’s not think that He was strong because He is God, but
rather because He knew what he wanted, that’s why He de-
feated temptation. He did not use his status as God to give
us an example because He is, also. a true man.

The Lord is asking us today to concentrate on Him in this
Lenten Season, and to find our strength in Him.

Lenten practices help us take control of our lives so as not
to fall into temptations that lead us away from the path of
goodness (See the extra sheet inserted in this bulletin which
tells us about resources for taking control of our lives).
