1. AREFLECTION FROM OUR PARISH // UNA REFLEXION DESDE NUESTRA PARROQUIA.

Dear brothers and sisters, believing in God is a challenge,
but it’s an everyday challenge for the simple reason that
even though we believe in God our tendency is to keep
looking for and doing what we like and enjoy, what is
more comfortable and what is more convenient for us.

In today’s Gospel we are encouraged to cultivate the love
of God in our hearts, and the love of God is cultivated
with Gods’ things. The things of God are of God whether
we like them or not, that’s why the measure to know
what is of God and what’s not is not up to us, it’s up to
God, and today’s Gospel tells us what that is.

Some people think that in order to please God it’s neces-
sary to invent something or to do something that has not
been done before.

The only thing that God asks from us to do right what we
need to do, and it’s easy to know what we are supposed
to do, for example, if our parents are still alive be good
sons; if we’re married be good spouses; if we have chil-
dren be good parents; if we have neighbors be good
neighbors, if we believe in God be good Christians, and
SO on.

Today’s Gospel are rules and laws that have to be re-
minded to those that don’t have God in their heart or
those that forget that their life has to be to a life serve
God.

We have to interpret today’s Gospel in reverse meaning,
that’s to say, he who always loves God does not have to

Algunas personas piensan que para agradar a Dios es
necesario inventar algo o hacer algo que nadie haya
hecho antes.

Lo unico que Dios nos pide es que lo que nos toca hacer
lo hagamos bien hecho, y es muy facil saber que es lo que
nos toca, por ejemplo, si tenemos a nuestros padres vivos
seamos buenos hijos; si estamos casados seamos buenos
esposos/as; si tenemos hijos seamos buenos padres; si
tenemos vecinos seamos buenos vecinos, si creemos en
Dios seamos buenos cristianos, y asi sucesivamente.

El Evangelio de hoy son normas y leyes que se les tienen
que recordar a los que no tienen a Dios en su corazon o a
los que se les olvida que su vivir tiene que ser un vivir
para Dios.

El Evangelio de hoy debemos interpretarlo en clave con-
traria, es decir, que el que siempre ama a Dios no tiene

more, and since what he does is done out of love for
God, whatever he does he’s going to do it right and it
will always be above the law because love is creative.

For example, he who loves God will not kill anyone or
fight anyone but rather he is going to look for a way to
always give life by encouraging others with words and
examples.

For example, he who loves his spouse with Gods’ love
will never need a divorce because his life will be a life

for his spouse and therefore what ever he sees and does
will be in benefit of his partner without selfishness.

For example, he who loves God doesn’t have to prom-
ise anything to God because his only option has and 1s
God. Promises are only needed by those that need to
return to God.

Brothers and sisters, our faith cannot be a faith of rules,
because when there are rules Gods’ love is not there in
all of its richness.

Let’s encourage ourselves to live our faith with bravery
and with a firm decision to be of God once and for all.
Let’s not go around doubting as if we weren't sure
about God. God is everything and that’s why we should
always have our heart connected to God. Let’s always
remember this: If our faith has a limited warranty is not
faith.
