We were probably
afraid of being embarrassed if non-believers saw us
lf_ljaym . I think of that when I hear St. Paul telling

imothy, “God did not give us a spinit of cowardice
but rather of power and love and self-control” (2
Timothy 1:7). Our readings mention the difficulties
that people of faith will encounter, and each reading
has 1ts own way of facing those hardships.

1ves the practical advice: Look at the difficul-
ties of being a disciple as just part of your job. So if
the Lord says I must forgive those who hurt me, or
be patient with customers, or share what I have with
the poor—no problem; it’s part of the job of a disci-
ple. Too tired to go to church after work on a holy
day? Just taking care of business.

Paul reminds us in the second reading to stir the gifts
of the Spirit into flame. If 3'911 take time to pray eve-
?_r day, 1f you look for God in other people, 1f.¥ou see

ifficulties as your share of the cross—you will
begin to experience those gifts.

Pablo nos recuerda en la segunda lectura que debe-
mos avivar los dones del Espiritu hasta que estén
encendidos. Si dedicas tiempo a orar cada dia, s1
buscas a Dios en los demas, s1 ves las dificultades
como parte de la cruz, comenzaras a experimentar
esos dones.
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We can trust that this is more than just wishful
thinking by going to the first reading. When the
prophet cries out for help with the misery and vi-
olence 1n the world, he hears God’s promise that
the vision (of hope for deliverance) will be ful-
filled even if it seems to be delayed. We too hear
that promise when we start to get discouraged,
for é)od’s promise “will not disap-

pomt” (Habakkuk 2:3).

9. Please, 1f you have small children and sudden-
ly your child becomes too restless, do not feel
embarrassed thinking that you will interrupt,
know that you can stand up and go to the en-
trance of the Church until the child calms down.

Y ou do not have to stop coming to Church be-
cause your child is misbehaving; that is normal.
It 1s normal for your child to suddenly shout; it is
up to you to assess whether it 1s just a snnple
shout or if they are really restless.

Let me tell you something, sometimes children
do not behave in Church and most of the time
they are the children who are never or hardly ev-
er brought to Church. Do not stop coming think-
ing that it 1s not the right time yet because you
will miss the opportunity to shape them.

The only thing that looks bad i1s when the child s
restless and you are playing with him to perhaps
distract him, or giving him one of our books to
play with (he 1s going to tear the book, or later it
will be a drooled and damaged book), or putting
one of his little siblings to play with them.

In short, you should not feel ashamed, just get up
and take him to the entrance of the Church BUT
do not reward him by playing with him at the
entrance because that way he will never learn to
be calm. If possible, DO NOT make being at the
entrance more pleasant than being inside.
