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Today's Gospel is the Transfiguration of the Lord, and in
it we see how Jesus reveals the Glory of the Father, and
the Apostles feel a desire to remain there forever because
that 1s what we were created for and our ultimate destiny
is fullness in God. That is why they felt at ease in the
Glory of God.

One of the points to strengthen during Lent is PRAYER
because prayer is seeking God, it is speaking with Him,
and therefore prayer is also about strengthening ourselves
in God and encountering our human nature. If our faith
and our relationship with God are not genuine, then noth-
ing we do in God's name has any meaning, and we would
deliberately allow ourselves to be led astray by our pas-
sions and desires, taking paths that we think lead us to
God when in reality they do not.

To resume, the Apostles felt at peace with God because
the creature encountered its Creator. That is why, during
Lent, the Church encourages us to examine the state of
our relationship with God and to feel good because in
Him our lives find meaning.

BUT while we are in this world, we must work toward
this so that one day that encounter with God will be com-
plete, face to face.

Let us seriously engage in the discipline of Lent: FAST-
ING, ALMSGIVING, AND PRAYER (if you haven't
received or read the long leaflet located at the entrance of
the church, please do so to better understand what we are
discussing).

Lenten practices are meaningless to those who do not
know their significance. It is NOT simply about fasting
and abstaining from meat, giving alms, and praying; ra-
ther, these are the means to achieve something. Please
read the leaflet.
