The parable i today’s the Gospel has a crooked
steward who 1s commended by his master for being
prudent, or clever, trying to protect himself. Jesus
wanted us to be just as clever in serving the Lord.
Let’s look at the first two readings and%ww they
challenge us to do more.

The reading from Amos talks about those “who tram-

ple upon the needy and destroy the poor” (Amos
8:4). The challegge here 1s to ask yourself, “What do
I do for the poor?” Most parishes have organizations

to help the needy and are happy to get volunteers. Do

you ever think of praying for the poor?
