1. AREFLECTION TO OUR PARISH // UNA REFLEXION PARA NUESTRA PARROQUIA.

FREE TO LOVE.

St. Paul must have understood today’s Gospel very well. Like
Jesus, he knew what being a disciple would cost. It landed him
in prison. Also like Jesus, he is not afraid to ask others to take
that discipleship seriously. And he is not ashamed to ask a fa-
vor: Would Philemon accept his runaway slave, Onesimus,
back into his home? Not just as a slave, but as a member of his
family.

In the Gospel, Jesus talks about the cost of discipleship. Paul
takes that a step further—he reminds us to accept that cost
freely. He could have ordered his friend to free the slave. In-
stead of giving an order, he called Philemon to respond to his
request freely. Perhaps we can learn from that example.

Like Paul. when Jesus commands us to love one another, he
leaves us fiee to accept that challenge. Remember, he always
says, “Love one another, as I have loved you” (John 13:34).
Jesus was never compelled to cure anyone or forgive their sins.
Yet how often do we go to church because we were told we
have to? Do we volunteer for the picnic only because the pas-
tor twists our arm?

We can live life just doing what we have to. Or when Jesus
offers us a new motive—love for God because God loves us—
we can choose to follow him freely. Let us ask the Spirit to fill
us with the freedom to love.

Al igual que Pablo, cuando Jesuis nos manda amarnos unos a
otros. nos da la libertad de aceptar ese reto. Recuerden, siem-
pre dice:“*Amense unos a los otros, como yo los he

amado” (Juan 13,34). Jesus nunca se vio obligado a curar a
nadie ni a perdonar sus pecados. Lo hizo por amor. Sin em-
bargo, ;cuantas veces vamos a la iglesia porque nos dicen que
tenemos que ir? ;Nos offecemos ser voluntarios para el picnic
solo porque el parroco nos suplica?

Podemos vivir la vida haciendo lo que tenemos que hacer. O
cuando Jesus nos ofrece una nueva motivacion —amar a Dios
porque Dios nos ama— podemos elegir seguirlo libremente.

9. On September 26th, we will have the Pastoral
Council meeting at 6:30 PM.

We will try to organize the Pastoral Council (the
Finance Council later).

The Pastoral and Finance Councils are two different
councils, both serving the community, but different.
The Councils cannot meet at the same meeting, and
the members of one council must not be members of
the other council, but this does not mean that we can-
not meet eventually (this may vary depending on the
circumstances and is at the discretion of the priest).

The councils are "consultative," meaning the priest
consults, listens, and decides according to the good
of the community. The Councils are not determina-
tive, meaning they DO NOT determine what will be
done. The priest consults to make a decision, BUT he
does not have to do what is advised.

The official members of the Pastoral Council will be
the leaders of each group in the community.

Their mission is to plan the life of the community,
such as Advent-Christmas, Lent-Easter, etc., and
they are not focused on raising money. Rather, it is
the pastoral aspect. (The members of the Finance
Council are those approved by the priest.

Commissions can be created within the Pastoral
Council, but they are created for a specific task at a
specific time, or are permanent (in the case of
"permanent," they would also be part of the Pastoral
Council). Examples of commissions are the Guada-
lupe Commission, the Holy Cross Commission, etc.
The Pastoral Council determines the commissions.

So far, only the Legion of Mary, Intercession Group,
Pro-Life Group, Catechesis, and Liturgy Groups
have been reported.

Vamos a tratar de organizer el Consejo Pastoral (el
Consejo de Finanzas mas adelante)

Los consejos de Pastoral y Finanzas son dos consejos
diferentes, los dos al servicio de la comunidad, pero
diferentes. Los Consejos no se pueden juntar en la mis-
mas juntas y los miembros de un consejo no deben ser
miembros del otro consejo pero no quiere decir que al-
guna vez no podamos juntarnos (esto puede variar segun
las circunstancias y queda a discrecion del sacerdote).

Los consejos son “consultivos”, es decir, es para el sacer-
dote consultar, escuchar y decidir segun el bien de la
comunidad. Los Consejos no son determinativos, o sea,
que los consejos NO determinan lo que se va a hacer. El
sacerdote consulta para tomar una decision PERO no
tiene que hacer lo que se le aconseje.

Los miembros oficiales del Consejo Pastoral seran los
lideres de cada grupo que haya en la comunidad.

Su mision es programar la vida de la comunidad como
pueden ser Adviento-Navidad, Cuaresma-Pascua, etc etc.
y no estan enfocados en conseguir dinero. Mas bien es la
parte pastoral. (Los miembros del Consejo de Finanzas
son los aprobados por el sacerdote.

En el Consejo Pastoral pueden crearse comisiones pero
las comisiones se crean para una tarea especifica en al-
gun momento especifico, o permanente (en el caso de
“permanente” formarian parte del Consejo Pastoral tam-
bien”). Ejemplos de comisiones son Comision Guada-
lupana, Comision de la Santa Cruz, etc. El1 Consejo Pas-
toral es quien determina las comisiones.

Hasta el momento nada mas se han reportado los grupos
de Legion de Maria, Grupo Intercesion, Grupo Pro-Vida,
Catequesis y Liturgia.
